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LOCATION AND MEANING OF CONTROLS 
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PROJECTOR  FUNCTIONS  
INSTALLING THE UNIT 
 
The lens focus is adjustable, which allows the user to setup the best pictures in a range of different 
room sizes. 
 
A：Push switch, lift the lens                    
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B: Rotate the lens to find the ideal viewing angle 

 
 
C: Press down the lens to lock the projector position in place 
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INSTALLING THE UNIT: 
 
 
1. Position the unit parallel to the screen. 

 
 

2. To adjust the horizontal position 
 
The picture projected on the screen moves right or left by a maximum of 31% of the screen width from the centre of the lens. 
 

 
 

 
 : Picture position when moving the picture to the left at maximum. 
:  Picture position when moving the picture to the right at maximum. 
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3. Turn on the projector to put the image menu on the screen. You can then adjust the picture so that 
it fits the screen by twisting the lens. 
 
Please Note 
Avoid using a screen with an uneven surface, as the picture quality may be affected as a result. 
 
USING THE PROJECTOR 
 

1. Press the Projector ON/OFF button to turn on the unit. 
2. The lens protector will open. 
3. Press the Projector  LED button Close projection to display output . 
4. Twist lens until the onscreen display is clearly visible.  
5. Press the Projector MENU button on the projector and the menu will display.  
6. Press   /   /    /    to select a desired menu and edit the settings to your satisfaction. 
7. Press   ENTER   to confirm a selection.  
8. Press MENU again  to leave and save the settings.

HOW TO USE YOUR KARAOKE MACHINE 

                
 

POWERING UP THE PRODUCT 
 

• The unit can be powered via the mains power supply (supplied) only. 
• Do not use any other power supply other than the one supplied with the product. 
• Once plugged in, press the POWER button to turn the machine on. 

 
FUNCTION SELECTION 
 

1. Select the intended mode you want to use by selecting the right button on the machine. Choose from 
CDG/BT/Bluetooth or USB. Simply insert relevant audio cable (not supplied) to use Aux Mode. 

2. Before inserting the microphone, ensure MIC VOLUME CONTROL and MASTER VOLUME CONTROL are set to off by 
turning the knobs to the furthest anti clockwise position.  

3. Insert the microphone into the MIC 1/MIC 2 socket. Turn on the microphone using the switch on the body of the 
microphone, then adjust the MIC Volume knob to your selected volume.  

4. You can adjust the ECHO and AVC to the suitable position, to best complement your vocals.   
5. ECHO – Increase the echo volume to add echo effect to your voice. Turn the knob clockwise to increase and anti- 

clockwise to decrease.  
6. AVC – This function is for use with CD-G multiplex discs only. When using this function, the CD-G plays the lead 

vocals from the CDG Multiplex disc. To override this function, turn up the volume of the microphone, to replace with 
user vocals. 

7. MASTER VOLUME – Master Volume control. Use this volume to control the music level. 
8. MIC VOLUME CONTROL – Use this volume to control the microphone level of MIC 1 and MIC 2. Each microphone can 

be altered individually.  
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CD-CDG FUNCTION 
 
Product plays standard CD’s, karaoke CDG discs and CD-RW discs. Please note the quality of CD-RW 
discs cannot be guaranteed. 

1. Slide the USB/CD switch right to select CD mode. 
2. STOP   – Select this function to stop the CD/CDG from playing. 
3. PLAY/PAUSE    
4. Press the play/pause button to play and pause the CD, the CD tracks will show on the TV screen when connected. 
5. FORWARD SKIP BUTTON    

Press FORWARD SKIP button to select the next track. 
6. BACK SKIP BUTTON   

Press BACK SKIP button to select the previous track. 
 

REPEAT FUNCTION 
 

1. For repeat function to work, the disc must be in play mode. 
2. Tap the repeat button once. The current playing track will then repeat and the repeat LED indicator will flash to 

indicate. 
3. Tap the repeat button twice. The current disc will play through all of the tracks and then repeat them again. The repeat 

LED will be on. 
4. Tap the repeat button three times. This will turn off the repeat function. The repeat LED will be off. 

 
 

PROGRAM FUNCTION 
 

1. This function allows music tracks to be played in a programmed sequence. 
2. NOTE: Program function can only be set when the machine is in STOP mode. 
3. Press the PROGRAM BUTTON once. Program Number 01 will display and PROGRAM INDICATOR will flash. 
4. Press the FORWARD SKIP BUTTON   or BACK SKIP BUTTON   to select the track to be programmed. 
5. Press the PROGRAM BUTTON again to store the selection. Advance to 02 to prompt for the next input. 
6. You may repeat steps #B to #C to program up to 20 tracks. Press the PLAY button to complete and start playing the 

programmed sequence of tracks. Press STOP BUTTON to stop program play. 
7. You may use the REPEAT function to repeatedly play a certain track (Repeat 1) or all tracks (Repeat All) in the 

Program Play Mode. 
8. The CD player will stop when all the programmed tracks have been played through once. To repeat program play, 

press the PLAY/PAUSE BUTTON  . 
9. To cancel program play, press the STOP BUTTON twice while program play is running or open the CD DOOR in stop 

mode. 
10. Up to 20 tracks can be programmed. 

 
BLUETOOTH FUNCTION 
 

1. Press the STOP/BLUETOOTH button to select bluetooth mode.  
2. This will be indicated as the red LED light at the front the screen will flash “BT”.  
3. Simply select the device name MRENTERTAINER4 to connect to the karaoke machine from your BT compatible 

device.  
4. Once the karaoke machine is paired to your device, simply select your tracks on the device to play them. Please note 

this is audio only. 
 
USB FUNCTION 
 

1. Slide the USB/CD switch left to select USB mode.   
2. Attach an external device including MP3 files as USB stick to the USB Jack.  
3. Press the FORWARD SKIP BUTTON   or BACK SKIP BUTTON  to select the intended track, and then 

PLAY/PAUSE button to start playback. 
Please note MP3 is audio only.  

 
AUX IN FUNCTION 
 

1. Connect an external media player, for example IPOD/MP3 player/laptop to the Aux in socket on the karaoke player by 
using a 3.5mm jack to 3.5mm jack audio cable (not supplied).  

2. Once the external player is connected to the player, select the preferred track from the external player and it will 
automatically play through the internal karaoke player speaker. 

 
AUDIO/VIDEO OUTPUT 
 

1. When playing a CDG disc, you can use the AV cable to connect your external display, such as a television. This will 
display video output, and audio output from the karaoke player. 

2. When playing a CD disc, the karaoke player will only provide audio output. 
3. When connected through Bluetooth, the external display will provide audio output only. 
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LED LIGHT SHOW 
 
The LED light shows inside the speaker and in the lower corners of the unit are created automatically based on the music source 
being played at the time to create a disco effect. 

• To turn on the LED light show, press the LIGHT ON/OFF to ON . 
• To turn off the LED light show, press LIGHT SHOW Switch to OFF.

Improper mic volume setting. Adjust MIC and MASTER VOLUME
